11:30 AM MEETING WITH HOTEL REPRESENTATIVE JENNIFER: High-speed Internet lines cost $39 per line. We requested more menus for those who did not have and Jennifer provided those. Kathy asked about the committee being able to move vendor tables around due to where keynote speaker is vs. the workshops – Jennifer advised we’d need to speak with the hotel vendor who rents out the tables about liability, etc…

 

REVIEW OF MID-YEAR TRAINING: We actually cleared about $258.60. Many positive comments, everything went well in spite of the weather that day.

 

ENTERTAINMENT: DJ and Company set for both Wednesday and Thursday night for only 2 hours each night, $250 per night. If we want him to stay, he will for $75 per hour. Margaret and Kathy have the contract.

VENDORS: Ted will be helping Fred on this. Fred gave Kathy a list of who he has contacted thus far- he has sample letter he’s been sending out as well with a form they need to complete if they want to be a vendor. Vendors to pay $150 per spot, $35 if electricity needed, $50 for phone jack if needed.

  

BUTTONS AND RIBBONS: Fred checked into prices as well- for 200 each of VENDOR and SPEAKER ribbons, the cost was 59 cents each. Kathy went to the Print Shop- for 50 VENDOR and 200 SPEAKER ribbons; the cost was 48 cents each. Kathy had a catalog from Burt Awards in Marshfield- she will be researching their costs more as the committee had a question if there was a set up cost or not as their ribbon cost was only 40 cents for 1-249 ribbons (do those all have to be the same type or can it be split: 50 VENDOR, the balance SPEAKER).

 

MEALS AND BREAKS:  Wednesday night buffet is already set up. Thursday: one break already sponsored, Past president’s menu- Kathy is going to check with Jennifer if we can mix-and-match some of the various options. Banquet dinner Thursday night is one chicken, one pork and one beef item – we want to know if we can get sherbet for desert- Kathy will look into. Friday break- also sponsored, Kathy will check to see if substitutions can be made- mini bagels, tea, etc...

PRINTING: See earlier discussion. Kathy is also getting estimate on cost of printing large conference booklet. 210 were ordered last year and the committee is interested as to what the costs of those were.

STUDENTS: Deb presented some more handouts-Campuses of the U of WI system (7 on list) and WI Independent Colleges and Universities (12 on list).

LETTERS: Jim had sent out speaker invitation letters- no responses yet- Jim will need to follow-up on these in order to get commitments or look else where for speakers.

PROMOTIONAL ITEMS/FREEBIES: Casino ?- Deb will contact them

Margaret will contact the Packer Hall of Fame for any promotional items they may have. Kathy will get a complete list from Linda Sweet who has been working VERY HARD to get items. Cheryl is working on some type of token for workshop attendance to be used to “buy” the donated items/silent auction. She’ll bring this to the next meeting for approval.

DRAWING: Kathy will check with Jennifer to see if we can get a free weekend hotel get-away as a “give-away”. ? if we should have some type of 50/50 raffle.

DECORATIONS: Theme night is pretty much set. Cheryl’s sister is an art teacher in Milwaukee- she is having her art classes working on something for theme night. Margaret will check with Geri about some over theme night props.

FLOWERS: Margaret and Geri working on this together. Cheryl gave Margaret the pamphlet from the hotel florist.
