Secretary’s Report:

Minutes were distributed.  Jaci made a motion to approve, second by Marjean. Motion carried.  Later on in meeting Jaci made a motion, Marjean seconded  to amend the original motion with a correction to the minutes so they state that we ask the districts if they would be willing to contribute $50 towards the cost of the regional trainings.

Treasurer’s Report:

Denise distributed the financial report.  Currently in checking we have $10,339.58 and in savings we have $5872.13.  Only one district (South Central) has reimbursed $50 towards the regional trainings.  Northland and West Central are requesting a bill and then they will send $50.  Denise will send letters to district treasurer’s requesting $50. Also giving out renumerations today. Christy made a motion to approve the report and Linda seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  294.10 for food, rooms 437.55. total out of pocket 731.60 for regional trainings.

President’s Report/Correspondence:

In regards to agency memberships, there was a little confusion as to what was supposed to be done.   The envelopes were stuffed with regular membership applications and Kevin got a lot of calls that they got the letter but no agency membership application.  The agency membership application is done and Kevin has a copy and Christy has a copy.

Kevin had five returned pieces of mail and gave to Christy to update mailing list.

Kevin received emails: Jaci stating training went well in Rice Lake; Cheryl regarding post cards sent out by conference planning and from Jim as well regarding same issue; Barb Nelson regarding agency membership; and Paula regarding training on 12/1.


Marjean received email regarding CWAG (Coalition of WI Aging Groups) and reciprocal memberships.  Motion by Jaci to accept CWAG’s offer of reciprocal membership in CWAG and WSSA for the two organizations, second by Denise.  Motion carried.  Denise will take care of this.


Kevin made a motion to reimburse Jaci mileage (360 miles @ $.485/mile) $174.60 for making 2 trips to Rice Lake for regional trainings.  Faith second. Motion carried.

Constitution Bylaws:

David unable to attend, but Faith and Jaci met.  Suggestion to have booklet stapled and 3-hole punched to be put in handbooks and made other changes throughout and highlighted changes and gave to Kevin to make those changes.  Committee really likes the booklet.  As far as how many to print up – one for each Executive Committee member and then a handbook for the committees – approx 20 copies at this time.

Handbooks:

Spring Regional Trainings:

We need to look at how we can market the trainings a little bit more - determine how many trainings we’re going to offer – is the intent that we are going to do 2 regional trainings per year, the midyear training and the conference in June. How are we going to market it, who are we going to market it to and where are we going with the next one?


Marjean, Geri and Tony Veeder had conference call on 11/22. If we do the trainings through them it will be free; we’ll just have the cost of the room and meals. Looking at possible mental health training and looking at holding the trainings in the middle half of April.  Marjean will keep everyone informed via email as to what’s going on.

Conference Planning:

Met with Conference Planning.  Kevin will order 250 lanyards (navy blue with white WSSA lettering).  Will check to see if they will send a sample first.  Kevin asked if he is still going to do the nametags and committee agreed that he will be doing them. Janet will email the names to Kevin as she gets them in and then the names will be laminated on the nametags. Late registrations will just have their name done on a label.


Working on speakers -  main speakers are all lined up; DJ; workshops.


Mentioned having Gina Christianson possibly doing a workshop at conference. Kevin will check into the cost and let Kathy know before January 12th.


Had around 50 people for midyear training – will have more to report after next meeting.

Ballots/Awards:

Colleen hasn’t received anything as far as awards. Start thinking of people to nominate for awards. Award nominations due in February.  Historian, Treasurer and President-Elect are up for elections.  Faith will check with Helain to see if she will stay on as Historian.  Denise will run for re-election as Treasurer.

Marjean added names and contact info for Executive Committee members to the website.  Midyear information and conference information will go on the website. Working on getting the minutes on the web page as well.  Kevin will do a letter for the website.
