Secretary’s Report:


Christy had previously emailed committee copy of last meeting’s minutes.  No corrections noted.  Motion by Stephanie, second by Linda to accept minutes as written.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report:
Denise gave oral report on finances.  Currently there is a checking account balance of $7134.79 and a savings account balance of $5949.51.  The checking account balance does not reflect the amount we have to pay for the awards as well as the check for the Gayl Farris winner.  It was also stated that we owe Conference Planning $50 for a room rental at the December meeting however it was decided that we will just deduct that amount from what they owe us at the end of conference.

President’s Report:
Marjean announced that Kevin is unable to attend this year’s conference due to a family emergency.  In his absence, Marjean and Paula will step in to take care of Kevin’s duties during conference.

Correspondence:
Marjean stated that she received an email on our website regarding an inquiry on Medical Assistance and she referred them to the appropriate county agency.  She also received an email from Jim Bestul regarding some possible locations for the regional training that is held in Shawano.

Christy stated that she received an email from a television station in Milwaukee who noticed that we were discussing pharm parties at our conference and wanted more information.  She referred this on to conference planning.

Survey Results:
Kevin did pass on the results of the survey that was sent out regarding how the membership felt regarding districts.  Out of the 233 surveys that were sent out, 73 members responded.  There were 40 people who chose option 2, 32 people who chose option 1 and 1 person who did not care.  The results will be discussed at the business meeting on Thursday.

Regional Training:
Marjean has talked with both Leon Howlett and Gina Christianson (Goodwill Industries) regarding the True Colors training.  Leon’s price quote was lower than Gina’s and therefore it was decided that Marjean should finalize the plans with Leon as the trainer.
